God Loves You

You are the GM of the Warriors. Everyone on the team is unhappy. You have players like Monta Ellis, Stephen Jackson, Corey Maggette, and even Al Harrington. Oh and did I forget to tell you that your team is losing too? Yeah it’s an unhappy losing team. In this situation what would you do with the team? And why? Would you trade them? Waive them? Basically rebuild. Or would you keep them and try to make them happy. You can even blame this whole situation on Don Nelson and fire him, but would that even do anything? 

Sharing question:

1)  Was there a time when you continued to love someone even though he/she didn’t deserve it?

2)  Was there a time when someone continued to love you even though you didn’t deserve it?

Even as a Christian GM, I would trade all the players, rebuild, and fire Don Nelson.  As you look at the other teams like the Blazers or the Thunders, they look like they have a bright future and at the same time having fun. Even if we have a talented team, it means nothing if they are unhappy and don’t want to play for the franchise.  I hate players that think they are all that. While the fans love the players, the players don’t care. I also feel that if you’re on a losing franchise and you somehow turn it into a winning one, wouldn’t that make you an even bigger star than going to an already winning team to win? It just shows you’re really not that good. I truly believe that if you are good, you are able to make the other players around you better too.

But God would not trade them. He would keep them and be patient with them.  With God as the GM, you can be sure that He really cares for you.  We are like the players who don’t want to be part of a losing “franchise” [God’s team]. We don’t want any part of God’s team. But God continues to love you and he wants to keep you as a part of His team.  He loves us so much that it doesn’t even matter if we are unhappy, he will take us in.  We have to then realize that it’s not the teams fault, but it is us as players. We have to be willing to seek the advice of the coach and/or GM. We need to be willing to listen to what they have to say and not just disregard it. 

Unlike other teams that you may have been a part of, being on God’s team does not require perfection. In fact, our imperfection is the main reason why we should be on His team in the first place. Despite what you may have experienced, Christians are people like everyone else - sinners. The only difference is that Christians have found reconciliation with God through Jesus. In Philippians 1:6 it says “he who began a good work in you will carry it on to completion until the day of Christ Jesus.” God will never give up on you. Even if you reject him now, He still wants you on His team in the future. It is not because of who you are, but it is because He loves you.
