Objective

  
 If there were no God, and everything is a result of random chance, there would be no purpose for our life.  It must start with God.  Since God is the creator, only He knows and designs our purpose.  Just as one refers to a manual or the creator to know a creation’s purpose, we must have a relationship with our designer to know ours.
Application

Outside of God, there is no purpose for man but to strive for “success”, which leaves those who don’t achieve it, as well as those who do, disappointed and purposeless. 
(Rhetorical)  Are you doing what you’re made to do? If not, what are you going to do about it?
Dr. Hugh Moorhead, a philosophy professor at Northeastern Illinois University, once wrote to 250 of the best-known philosophers, scientists, writers, and intellectuals in the world and asked each person “What is the meaning of life?” He then published their responses ---which were quite discouraging ---in a book.  Some of these famous thinkers offered their best guesses, some admitted that they just made up a purpose for life, and others were honest enough to say they were clueless. In fact, a number of these intellectuals asked Professor Moorhead to write back and tell them if he discovered the purpose of life!
Fortunately God has not left us in the dark to wonder and guess.  He has revealed our purpose through His Word and His Son, Jesus Christ.  Revelation beats speculation any day.
