Chapter 4:
 Made to Last Forever
Objective: To teach players they were meant to last well beyond the average age       

                  expectancy. They were meant to live on forever!

Sharing Questions: 

1. How are you guys planning for retirement? With Roth IRAs, pension plans, a broad portfolio of mutual funds?
2. When one is preparing for retirement, what is it preparation for? We culturally mark the passing of time with births celebrations, new years, deaths, with retirement, what kind of milestone is it?

3. Now let’s suppose there is a state in which all people will continue to exist after death. We’ll just call it the “Next Life.” With the knowledge of this next life, how would the fact alternate your plans and goals?
Now here’s the punch line. God actually does allow us to choose from the said eternities. Depending on how you live now, determines your place in eternity. “If you LEARN (it is a process, eventually happening over time, but there must be trust) to love God’s Son Jesus, you will be invited to spend eternity with God! On the other hand, if you reject His love, forgiveness and salvation, you will spend eternity apart from God forever (Warren, pg 37).”
